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Repertoire Checklist:

1. No copies are allowed!

2. Required and Choice compositions must be by a different composer.

3. E1 and above: Choice piece must be an original by a non-American composer.

4. No simplified versions: arrangements, abridgements, or transcriptions.
Most pieces found in lesson books do not qualify.
Ex.: Ode to Joy, The Entertainer, Greensleeves, popular songs, movie themes, folk songs

5. Students who receive a superior rating must advance to a higher level the next year. Students receiving
Excellent or lower may repeat their level only once, but must play different selections. Exception: Pre-
Primary may stay in that level for two years regardless of rating.

6. Required compositions must be taken from the Bulletin.

7. Choice composition may not appear in the Bulletin.

8. Hymns and folk songs are acceptable only in the categories of Hymn Playing or American Patriotic Folk
Song events. Ex.: Old MacDonald, Yankee Doodle, Amazing Grace

9. Levels PP and P1 pieces must be at least 12 measures long.

10. Levels P2 and above must be at least 16 measures long.
